I understand that I have been charged with violation of an Extended Order of Protection against domestic violence, First Offense by having intentionally violated an Extended Order for Protection against domestic violence occurring on the _______ day of _____________________ , 20________ , in violation of NRS 33.100.
I understand that the City must prove the elements in the above paragraph beyond a reasonable doubt.
I understand that any prosecutor can use this and any other constitutionally valid prior conviction of this type of offense to enhance the penalty for any subsequent offense.
I understand that a criminal conviction may have negative immigration consequences for me related to deportation, removal, exclusion from admission to the United States and/or denial of citizenship if I am not a United States citizen. 
I understand the following possible punishments:

FIRST OFFENSE – A misdemeanor punishable by not more than 6 months in jail and a fine of not more than $1,000.

SECOND OFFENSE – A gross misdemeanor punishable by not more than 364 days in jail and a fine of not more than $2,000.

THIRD OFFENSE – A Category D felony punishable by a term of imprisonment of not less than 1 year nor more than 4 years with the Nevada Department of Corrections and a possible fine of not less than $1,000, but not more than $5,000.  Probation is not available upon conviction for a third offense.

I understand that I have the right to have an attorney represent me, and if I cannot afford an attorney, the Court will appoint one, and I give up this right or I am represented by attorney of record ________________________________________________________.  I have had adequate time to discuss my case with my attorney and am satisfied with my attorney’s services.

While I am giving up my right to an attorney, I have been informed as to the dangers and disadvantages of self-representation.

1. I understand that self-representation is often unwise and I may conduct a defense to my own detriment.
2. I understand that I will be required to know and comply with the same procedural rules as lawyers and I cannot expect help from the Court.
3. I understand that I will not be allowed to complain on appeal about the competency or effectiveness of my representation.
4. I understand that the City will be represented by an experienced professional attorney who will have the advantage of skill, training, and ability.

I understand that I have the right to a speedy and public trial in front of a Judge and I give up this right.
I understand that I have the right to confront and question all witnesses and I give up this right.
I understand that I have the right to remain silent and not incriminate myself and I give up this right.
I understand that the Judge is not bound by any agreement between the parties and has the authority to sentence me up to the maximum possible penalty of not more than 6 months in jail and a fine of not more than $1,000. 
I am voluntarily pleading (circle one) guilty/nolo contendere to the offense as stated in the first paragraph without any promises of leniency or threats having been made.
