BASICS:

Eligibility: A player must be a resident of their community, not a staff member or a guest.

Equipment: Beanbags must be four inches and four oz. in weight. They may be either square or round.

Players: There will be a maximum of nine players and a minimum of five players with unlimited substitutions. (We like to encourage as many players as possible to participate in the games.) There may be “mass” substitutions. The player must retain the same position in the batting order as when he/she started the game. For example, if he/she started the game batting fifth, he/she must re-enter only in the fifth spot. 

Game:
· There will be seven innings with three outs per side per inning, except when the “mercy rule” applies. The “mercy rule” states that there will be a maximum of ten runs for a side during an inning, no matter how many outs the team may have incurred, except for the seventh (last) inning, which has no limit. 
· If a player steps on or over the “throwing line” there will be a penalty. He/she is not necessarily out, but any positive result is canceled and any negative result counts. If the player lands in the “out” hole, he/she is out. If the player lands in any base hit, he/she receives a strike.
· Sliding and/or bouncing bags are in play and are permitted to come to a stop. If a bag hits any foreign object, i.e.: a player, umpire, wall, etc., and then lands on the field, it is simply a strike. A beanbag must fall completely in the hole to count. A “hanger” is simply a strike. 
· A batter cannot be called out on a foul ball. After receiving two strikes, he/she is permitted to have as many foul balls as needed to finish his turn at bat.
· The base runner or runners advance as many bases as the batter hits. If a batter gets a two base hit, he/she goes to second base and any runners advance two bases.
· The throwing line is fifteen feet from the front of the playing field.
