PISTOLS

Basics:  Bullseye Shooting will be divided into two groups – beginners & advanced. Each group will be broken into sub-groups of Men and Women. Each sub-group will then be broken up by age – 50-54; 55-59; etc. 

Bullseye shooting is a category of pistol shooting disciplines where the objective is to achieve as many points as possible by hitting a round shooting target as close to the middle as possible with precision fire. 

Competitors must know the Nevada Safety rules and regulations regarding pistols prior to participating in the Games.

Short Range: 7 yds Each player will go through a short warm up, then each participant will have 50 shots (2 rounds of 5 bullets for each event). Points are earned when bullets hit the target – 10 points for bullseye, 9 for next ring, etc. Bullets must break the ring to receive the higher points. Player’s score is the total number of points earned from all 50 shots – best possible score is 500. In the event of a tie, the player with the most “x’s” will be the winner. Participants must bring their own equipment. (See below)

Long Range: 25 yds Each player will go through a short warm up, then each participant will shoot 50 shots (2 rounds of 5 bullets). Points are earned when arrows hit the target – 10 points for bullseye, 9 for next ring, etc. Bullet must break the ring to receive the higher points. 3 spot targets will be used for advanced groups.  Player’s score is the total number of points earned from all 50 shots – best possible score is 500. In the event of a tie, the player with the most “x’s” will be the winner. 

Equipment:   Players may use their own equipment: Eye protection; Hearing protection (ear plugs or muffs)

Participant to supply own: Pistol; Ammunition


RIFLES


Basics:  Must use .22 caliber rifle.  Bullseye Shooting will be divided into two groups – beginners & advanced. Each group will be broken into sub-groups of Men and Women. Each sub-group will then be broken up by age – 50-54; 55-59; etc. 

Bullseye shooting is a category of rifle shooting disciplines where the objective is to achieve as many points as possible by hitting a round shooting target as close to the middle as possible with precision fire. 

Competitors must know the Nevada Safety rules and regulations regarding pistols prior to participating in the Games.

Range: 50yds; 100yds; 150yds; 200yds Each player will go through a short warm up, then each participant will have 10 shots from set locations for a total of 40 shots total. Points are earned when bullets hit the target – 10 points for bullseye, 9 for next ring, etc. Bullets must break the ring to receive the higher points. Player’s score is the total number of points earned from all 40 shots – best possible score is 400. In the event of a tie, the player with the most “x’s” will be the winner. Participants must bring their own equipment. (See below)


Equipment:   Shooters may use their own equipment: Eye protection; Hearing protection (ear plugs or muffs)

Participant to supply own: Rifle; Ammunition
